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Cottages Resident Trades in Fire Helmet for Hardhat

Can you imagine the Cottages without the oak trees forming a canopy 
over the street? It could have happened! Read on to find out how!

Every year, the Cottages brings in Green Topps Tree Service to 
trim the trees around the Circle. It’s done to enhance safety in our 
neighborhood by removing weak or hazardous branches. Annual 
trimming also reduces storm damage risks and improves our tree 
health by eliminating dead or diseased limbs. Tree trimming has 
prevented damage to roofs and vehicles, but it takes a lot of ad-
vance planning and someone to oversee the work as it’s done. For 
many years, Carole Myles, the Cottages landscape guru, has han-
dled this thankless task and for that we are grateful. Carole would 
meet with the Green Topps arborist, and they would walk around 
the Circle deciding which trees needed trimming. This year, a new 
volunteer stepped forward and said, “I’d like to help with that. I’m 
interested in preserving our trees!” And that’s how Bob Dombrows-
ki, Cottages resident and former Detroit Fire Department Senior 
Chief, took on the job of working with Green Topps tree trimming 
this year. Like Carole, Bob’s job started out by meeting with a Green 
Topps arborist days before the tree trimming. When the trucks and 
men with saws showed up on February 9th, Bob had a long list of 
tasks to be done. For each tree, they trimmed dead or hanging 
branches and ground them up after they fell. Bob noted, “These 
guys from Green Topps do excellent work! They trimmed branches 
that weren’t even on my list, just because they determined they 
needed to come down. They really worked in partnership with us!” 

That’s due to the relationship built over the years by Carole and 
Marilee Casale, HOA President Marilee lives by the mantra of “Take 
care of your vendors and they will take care of you!” That’s why she 
treats the tree trimmers to lunch on the clubhouse porch and tries 
hard to maintain good relations with all our vendors.

But, back to the tree trimming… After spending eight hours on his 
feet, Bob admitted he was exhausted, but the next day he was back 
at it, this time on his trusty bike for support. All in all, Green Topps 
removed innumerable branches and one diseased palm tree in our 
neighborhood. Bob did a great job overseeing the crew and mak-
ing sure that the plans were completed. In fact, since he’s got this 
experience under his belt, he’s looking forward to getting involved 
in our tree trimming next year, as well. Thanks for volunteering, Bob!

Historical Footnote: While being interviewed for this article, Bob 
mentioned that his love for the trees in the Circle goes back about 
15 years when he and his wife, Linda, moved to the neighborhood. 
At the time, there were some residents who wanted to cut down 
the many oak trees because they were getting tall and their roots 
were disturbing the sidewalks. In fact, some trees had already 
been removed! Bob and a few others fought hard to preserve the 
remaining trees on the Circle and the results are evident today. Our 
canopied oaks are one big reason people choose to move into our 
neighborhood. So, thanks to Bob and the others who fought for the 
trees fifteen years ago! We appreciate your efforts daily!
